Many of our brave soldiers died in the Vietnam War. The list that follows contains the names of all
know brothers who died with or having served with 2nd Battalion, 22nd Infantry during the Vietnam
war.
The names  on this tribute are arranged by Company/Unit and by the Date of their final sacrifice.

Abbreviations:
KIA (Killed in Action) Directly died as a result of an action.
WIA (Wounded in Action) Wounded initially, followed by the date of actual death
MIA (Missing in Action) Initially listed as missing, remains were later found (date listed)
DOW (Died of Wounds) Died of wounds same day of the action, but not immediately
+ (plus sign Indicates a medic)
Italics are included to show nicknames that are known.
